“Romans: The Letter That Changes the World”
Scott Grant is currently teaching from Romans 1-4, which announces the gospel, presents the problem of human sin, and then presents God’s answer to the problem, Christ, who creates a worldwide family. The overall theme of the Romans series will be the bringing together of all people in Christ. Paul is retelling the story of the world and of Israel with Christ as the climax.
The following questions are designed to help you fully engage with the sermon which will be presented on January 22, 2006.

“World Gone Wrong”

Romans 1:18-32 discussion questions:

One of the functions of Romans 1:18-32 is to demonstrate out need for the gospel. How does the 
passage do this?

What does Romans 1:18-23 tell us about the source of sin?

What does Romans 1:24-32 tell us about how sin, proceeding from its source, may manifest itself?

What do you make of God's involvement in sin: He "gave them over"  (Romans 1:24, 26, 28)?

Consider the implications of this statement: Paul highlights homosexual behavior and antisocial behavior, not to condemn them more than other sins but because they particularly illustrate the effect of idolatry (although all sin proceeds from idolatry).

What does the Romans 1:18-32 tell you about your condition apart from the gospel?
