Freedom from Condemnation
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Romans 8:1-11 - Discussion Questions
What issues have you encountered with feelings of guilt?

Read Romans 8:1. How does it impact you?

Romans 8:1-4 tells us that there is no condemnation for gospel believers because God has already condemned sin in the flesh of his Son and because he has given his people life​ relationship with him ​through the Holy Spirit. Consider the implications for life of these truths.

What contrasts do you observe in Romans 8:5-11 between the Spirit and the sinful nature (literally, “flesh”)?

What are some of the life implications for the contrasts you observe in Romans 8:5-11?

How have you felt influenced by the Spirit in the manner described in Romans 8:5-11?

If you struggle with guilt feelings, which include the sense that you’re not measuring up, how different do you think your life would be without them?

Read Romans 8:1 again and offer any concluding reflections, particularly in light of the previous question.
