“Romans: The Letter that Changes the World”

The overall theme of the Romans series is the bringing together of all people in Christ. In Romans 1-4, Paul showed how the gospel created a worldwide family defined by faith. In Romans 5-8, he shows that we as believers have assurance of final hope. Paul plays off the Exodus motif. As Israel was liberated from Egypt and journeyed through the wilderness to the Promised Land, we are liberated from sin and journey through the wilderness of this world to the new creation. In the New Exodus, the Holy Spirit fulfills the role of the law.
