John 3:1-21
In this story, a Pharisee named Nicodemus comes to talk to Jesus privately.  As a leader and scholar in the Jewish Law, he is seeking to understand just who Jesus is and what he is teaching.  Jesus directs him to think in ways that he never expected.  As you read, consider the following.
