“The Search for Sight”

John 9:1-41

In this story, Danny Hall teaches about the man who was born blind.  

We find the Pharisees to be very angry that this miracle was performed; his parents too fearful of losing their standing in the Temple to be happy for their son; and the transformation of a blind man who now has eternal insight.

 Consider the following:

1. What do you think Jesus meant when he said the man was born blind in order that “the work of God might be displayed?” Did this cause the man to be born blind? If not, then what might this mean? 
2. Why are the Pharisees so angry?  What theological problem does this miracle cause for them? 
3. Why are the man’s parents so tentative in their support? What kinds of things make it difficult for you to follow Christ? 
4. Make a list of the progression in the way that the blind man refers to Jesus through the story. 
5. What are some of your weaknesses through which God might want to display His work?
