“The Search for Purpose”

John 21:15-25

In this story, we find Peter claiming to love the Lord even though he had previously denied him three times.  Danny Hall teaches that there are things in our lives that we love more than the Lord, just as Peter did before the cock crowed.   Are we like Peter?

 Consider the following:

1. When Jesus asks Peter, “Do you truly love me more than these?” who or what are the “these” that he is referring to? 
2. Why do you think Jesus asks Peter if he loved him three times? To what in Peter’s life might this be a parallel? 
3. What are the two simple but profound commands that Jesus gives to Peter?  What are the implications of these commands for Peter? For us? 
4. Take some time to prayerfully consider the things in your life that are easier for you to love than Jesus. How might your life look differently if you loved Jesus more?
