Without Love I Am Nothing
Steve Zeisler continues his 5 week series on “Love”.    Paul calls to mind three great Christian ideals: 1. Miracles and mystery (tongues of men and angels); 2. Great truths declared (prophecy, knowledge and faith); 3. Compassion for the poor. These themes can be pursued with great energy (and pride), yet without love.
