“The Greatest of All is Love”
1 Corinthians 13:4-8a
Love Never Fails
Steve Zeisler continues his 5 week series on “Love”.  In these verses Paul is defining love and describing it in action.  There are three themes that gather up these terms. Love is: a. other-centered (v.4-5) b. strong (v.6-7) c. enduring (v8a). My hope is to help us understand the range of insight here and to challenge us to live this way.  Consider the following.
Discussion questions:
1. In v.4-5 love is seen as choosing the other person before oneself, of acting without defensiveness. Can you relate an experience of quenching the temptation to be jealous? Or of refusing to fight back when you have been mistreated?
2. Love is sometimes seen as weakness. However v.6-7 makes clear that neither unrighteousness nor lies are welcome. Love is strong enough to “bear all things”. Have you been the recipient of love’s strength carrying you; giving you hope?
3. What does the phrase “love never fails” mean?
