The Greatest of These is Love
Steve Zeisler concludes his 5 week series on “Love”.  The apostle describes self discovery – looking at oneself in a bad mirror. Growing up gives us greater insight, anticipating the day when all will be made clear. We often fail to love because we are defensive or self protective. As we grow in Christ we see him more clearly, are changed into his likeness, need less attention for ourselves and have more to give to others.
