“The Letter that Changes the World”
Doing God’s Will
Romans 12:1-2
Scott Grant continues his 12 week series on Romans 9-16.  The overall theme of this series is bringing together all people in Christ.  In the first two verses of Romans 12, Paul urges us, as believers, to trust in the Lord’s mercy; to give ourselves to the Lord as a living sacrifice for His glory; and to not conform to this world, but to be transformed by the renewing of our minds.  Paul tells us that in so doing, we will come to know God’s perfect will.

2. Describe what you have experienced of God's mercy toward you.

3. How do you think reflecting on God's mercy toward you can help you give yourself to God?
4. What are some of the values of this world (literally, "this age") that influence us away from God in this time and place?
5. Instead of being conformed to the pattern of this age, Paul would have us be transformed by the renewing of our minds. How do you think we should renew our minds? How have you renewed your mind?

6. How do you think offering ourselves to God and renewing our minds will help us value, discern, and do God's will?
