“The Letter that 
Changes the World”
With One Voice
Romans 15:1-13
Scott Grant continues his 12 week series on Romans 9-16.  The overall theme of this series is bringing together all people in Christ.  This week’s passage is what Paul has been leading up to all along. He urges us to live in an other-centered way and to accept one another, eating together and worshiping together, despite our differences, so that we might glorify God as one people.  Consider the following:

Discussion questions
 
1. Why do you think it’s so important to Paul that we “accept one another” and “glorify the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ” with “one heart and mouth”?
 

2. What do you think it looks like for us to:
       a. (v.1) “bear with the failings of the weak”?

 
       b. (v. 2) please our brothers and sisters in Christ for literally “the good” (of the church)?
 

3. Notice that Paul consistently refers to the story of Christ in this passage (vs. 3-4, 7-8, and 12). What affect does Paul want the story of Christ to have on us in this passage?
 

4. Reflect on the challenges of accepting one another and glorifying God together in our setting.
