To Strengthen the Church
Romans 16
Scott Grant continues his 12 week series on Romans 9-16.  The overall theme of this series is bringing together all people in Christ.  In this week’s passage there are three sections that each tap into the overall theme of accepting one another to glorify God with one voice.  1. Greet one another, which means to accept one another. 2. Beware of false teachers that cause divisions.  3. Worship the God of the gospel.  Consider the following:

1. What strikes you about all these names that Paul mentions in this chapter?
 

2. How do you think it would influence the Roman believers to know that “all the churches of Christ send greetings” (verse 16)?
 

3. Many of the names the Paul mentions are borne by slaves or slaves who had been freed. What significance might you attach to this?
 

4. How might we watch out for those who cause divisions and who put obstacles in our way (verse 17)?
 

5. How do you think we may be vulnerable to the deception of those who would cause divisions or put obstacles in our way (verse 18)?
 

6. Paul says that God strengthens the church through the gospel, which focuses on Jesus Christ (verse 25). How do you think studying and preaching the gospel strengthens the church?
 

7. Paul mentions the gospel in verses 25-27 in order to lead his readers into worship. How do you think consideration of the gospel can lead us into worship?
