“A Really Real God”
Remodel Your Reality
Haggai 1:1-15
Paul Taylor begins his series with Haggai’s first oracle. God accuses the people of working on their own paneled houses while His house remains unfinished. He reveals that the cause of the recent drought and food shortage is due to the neglect of the temple project. The people are stirred by to recommence work on the temple immediately. This message challenges us to consider how we so easily forget the reality of God’s presence. In addition, it invites us into reflecting on how we respond to pain in our lives. As the people of Haggai’s day did, we can allow pain to remind us of our need for God’s presence and respond by prioritizing the presence of God. 

Discussion Questions:

1. What are the experiences in your life that make God’s reality unavoidable to you?
2. What activities distract you from the reality of God and tempt you to live life as if He didn’t exist?
3. What would it look like for you to prioritize the presence of God in your life in the midst of your daily responsibilities?
