“A Really Real God”
Don’t Believe in Yesterday
Haggai 2:1-9
Paul Taylor continues his series in the book of Haggai. God has accused the people of working on their own paneled houses while His house remains unfinished. So the people have restarted the project of rebuilding the temple and His people are now discouraged upon realizing that the rebuilt temple will not compare to the glory of Solomon’s temple. Their nostalgia for the past prevents them from appreciating God’s presence among them in the present. In response, God reminds them of His faithfulness in the past and the promise of His complete salvation in the future. We are taught that God’s presence is among us now even though it may not look like what it looked like in the past. We are also taught to rightly think about what God is doing today in light of both the past and future.

2. How do we as Peninsula Bible Church tend to look backward at our history instead of looking for God’s work in the present?
