“Become Like Them to Love Them”
Becoming Nothing
Philippians 2:5-8
Having looked at the general principle of ministry of becoming like them to love them, we will take a look at the incarnation of Christ as the basis and example of this principle. We will see how Jesus sacrificed significantly in order to “be made in human likeness” so that He could reach out to humans. But we will also see how He didn’t sacrifice everything. Somehow He sacrificed Himself while retaining who He was. We will talk about what it looks like to sacrifice ourselves in outreach to others without allowing others to manipulate us. We will see how this applies to outreach and our relationships within the church.
