Hebrews 1-2
God’s Greatest Word
Hebrews 1:1-4
This series begins with Hebrews 1:1-4 and introduces Jesus as a multifaceted high priest, and then the first two chapters focus first on his exaltation and then on his humiliation. The first chapters thus feature the incarnation and allow us to explore the person of Christ. The writer’s point in the book of Hebrews is to present Jesus as the superior high priest who mediates a superior covenant. Chapters 1-2 help him make that point. The point of the series, while tying it to Christmas, will be to explore the sovereignty and humility of Christ to better enable us to follow him.

Discussion Questions:

1. How have you found (or not found) God’s message to us in Jesus Christ to clear, relevant and important?


 
2. The writer of Hebrews tells us that everyone we know, every place we visit, every thing we see is under the dominion of Jesus, God’s Son. How does this help you to trust Jesus with the things that concern you?
 


3. How have you seen, and what do you think about, Christ’s creative power in your life? What would you like to see him create?


 
4. All it takes from Jesus is a simple word to sustain the universe. What does this tell you about his power to sustain you in a time of need? If you’ve ever felt Jesus speaking a word into your life to sustain you, describe this experience.
 


5. The writer tells us that God’s final word to us is his Son. In order to appreciate the finality of it, we must appreciate the greatness of it. How does Hebrews 1:1-4 speak of the greatness of God’s word to us in his Son?
