So Great a Salvation
Christ Our King
Hebrews 1:5-14
The first two chapters of Hebrews focus on Jesus’ exaltation and then His humiliation. Chapter 1 features the incarnation and allows us to explore the person of Christ. The writer’s point in the book of Hebrews is to present Jesus as the superior high priest who mediates a superior covenant. Jesus is worthy of our worship because He is God absolutely sovereign, righteous, and unchanging.  This passage is an expansion upon the kingly attributes of the Son of God.  He reigns, He reigns righteously, and His righteous reign will never end. If this is what His reign is like, how can we not submit to His reign in our lives?
