So Great a Salvation
Christ Our Brother
Hebrews 2:10-18
The first two chapters of Hebrews focus on Jesus’ exaltation and then His humiliation. Chapter 1 features the incarnation and allows us to explore the person of Christ. The writer’s point in the book of Hebrews is to present Jesus as the superior high priest who mediates a superior covenant. Jesus is worthy of our worship because He is God absolutely sovereign, righteous, and unchanging.

3. How do you think fear has influenced your life?

 
4. The death of Christ means that we do not need to fear death, the ultimate thing we can’t control. What do you think that means for fear concerning all the other things we can’t control? 

 
5. Picture Jesus as your big brother who takes you by the hand to rescue you from danger. What’s your reaction to this image?
