You Have Made My Heart Beat Faster
Song of Solomon 3:7 – 5:1
The ‘lover’ and ‘beloved’ we encounter in this text are husband and wife. At the center of the Song is a description of their wedding day and wedding night. Their delight in one another is beautiful. It is also given God’s approval. This becomes a picture that makes the case for reserving sexual intimacy for marriage. Consider the following:

Discussion Questions

1. Weddings should be occasions that are sacred and celebratory. Often they end up expensive and stressful. How can we help folks in our church community focus on what is truly important when planning a wedding?
2. A bride and groom can see great character and loveliness in each other and communicate these insights both verbally and non-verbally. But over time all relationships (marriages and friendships) inevitably move from intentional appreciation to routine interaction – nothing can stay just as it was in the beginning. How can we add the blessing of intentional appreciation to familiar relationships?
3. God is love. The One who breathes his blessing to the newly married never changes. He is always good and never distant. However, hard life circumstances and the whispers of the evil one make this truth difficult to believe. If you are in a battle to hold on to your faith, can you admit it to yourself and ask someone else to help you? 
4. Do you have a word of hope you can offer to a brother or sister in need?
