Song of Solomon 5:2 – 6:3
No love story would be truthful without an account of conflict and the need for forgiveness and reconciliation. Broken communication, hurt feelings, and the desire to take back an unkind word are inevitable in an intimate relationship. However, these experiences can also lead to growth.

Consider the following:

Discussion Questions

1. Describe a time when conflict in a relationship took you by surprise – because you were focused on your own needs and not attentive to your partner (or friend). What happened as a result of the conflict? How can such occasions lead to a good outcome?
2. It is often the case that husbands and wives differ in their desire for lovemaking – timing, frequency, romantic circumstances, etc. The differences can lead to hurt feelings or to greater understanding and opportunities to serve. If you’ve experienced this, can you share something you have learned in these matters?
3. An experience of conflict and resolution is described in Song of Songs 5:2-6:3. The good ending – strong re-connection – is based on the confidence that “I am my lover's and my lover is mine.” Even when feelings are hurt, there is no shaking of the sure foundation. What have you learned from the interplay of security and disagreement?
