Questions of Faith
Mark 4:35-41
This passage challenges us to “go over to the other side,” following Jesus into unknown and perhaps risky territory for his sake. Two questions emerge that challenge our lack of faith, but can also help to create faith: “Why are you so afraid?” and “Do you still have no faith?” Consider the following:

Discussion Questions:
1. It was a risky mission for Jesus and his disciples to venture into Gentile country on the east side of the Sea of Galilee. What do you think it might mean for you to “go over to the other side,” to unfamiliar territory, for the sake of the gospel?
2. Is there any unfamiliar territory in your own heart that you might visit with Jesus-- regions of festering wounds, searing regret, or unmet longings?
3. Has it seemed in your experience that Jesus has at times slept through a crisis​ or at least partway through a crisis in your life? Describe this experience.
4. How does it influence you to know that the apparent inactivity of Jesus in Mark 4:38 doesn’t imply aloofness but confidence?
5. How do you answer, at this point in your life, the question of Jesus: “Why are you so afraid?”
6. How do you answer the question that literally reads, “How is it that you have no faith?”
7. How do your experience and the passage in Mark 4:35-41 lead you to answer questions regarding Jesus, “Who is this?” and “Who is Jesus to me?”
8. How do you think Mark 4:35-41 might help us weather the storms of life?
