Songs of Praise, Morning and Night
Psalm 92
Psalm 92 is the third of three that are intended to read together – God’s holy distance is declared (90), followed by a word of his tender nearness (91). These themes together lead to a community singing praise (92), It is good to praise the LORD and make music to your name, O Most High, to proclaim your love in the morning and your faithfulness at night. God makes himself known and his people sing aloud what they have learned. Consider the following:
Discussion Questions:
1. Sometimes praise is uttered by an individual’s spontaneous cry. This psalm describes the craft of song writing and instruments skillfully played. A congregation gathers in song. How do spontaneity and planning reinforce each other? Recall some highlight experiences of congregational worship and describe them.
2. Psalm 92:7 describes grass that lasts a day (see also 90:6), 92:12 sees the righteous as a cedar of Lebanon. What do we learn by comparing these two images?
3. Reflect on the phrase “they still bear fruit in old age”. What insights occur to you?
