The Lord Reigns
Psalm 93-96
Psalms 93 – 100 comprise another section of psalms that are intended to read/prayed in connection with one another. There are two announcements that are repeated throughout these texts. First “the Lord reigns!” He has no rival for his throne and his enemies are routed. Second, “we should sing”.  This message will focus on the first of these themes. The reign of Yahweh is declared to the nations (96:10), makes the earth glad (97:1), and causes hearts to tremble (99:1). Our difficulty comes from honoring usurpers to his throne. Consider the following:
Discussion Questions:
1. We are bombarded with claims of human command and significance. The reign of the Lord is understood by faith. Share your experience of trusting a sovereign you cannot see - turning away from political, economic, and cultural voices of authority.
2. The Lord reigns and all that is twisted, degraded, and dishonest will be put right. How can this knowledge motivate us to serve the cause of justice where we are now?
3. We are called to announce the reign of God with authentic joy. Can you give a practical example of how this might be done?
