Waiters at the Feast
Mark 6:31-44
Jesus, echoing different parts of the story of Israel and anticipating the upper room, miraculously feeds 5,000 men in the wilderness. The feeding of the 5,000 tells of a greater feast--one that we all partake of when we come to the Lord's Table. Consider the following:
Discussion Questions:
1. How have you been impacted ​or how are you impacted in a new way by the compassion of Jesus based on Mark 6:34?

2. Recall a period in your life when you felt that the Lord was teaching you. What did you learn and how do you think it shaped you?

3. What do you think the Lord may be teaching you now, perhaps through Mark 6:31-44?

4. Do you think you hold yourself back from a needy world? If so, why is that? What are good and not-so-good reasons for holding yourself back?

5. Remembering, based on Mark 6:35-44, that the world is not beyond God’s help; that his time is endless and his resources are limitless; that we can serve others while trusting that he will meet our needs; that he’s not asking us to do everything, just something; and that he takes what we do for his sake and enhances it, how do you think you might go about following Jesus as he leads you to offer yourself to a needy world?
