The Battle Belongs To The Lord
1 John 5:1-21
Faith which is active in love overcomes the world - we know that we are children of God, and that the whole world is under the control of the evil one. We live with purpose and hope that are based on unseen realities. False religion is no match for unrighteousness and turns out to be worldliness in another guise. John imagines a courtroom in which both God and men give witness (5:9), and calls for his readers to believe God and live with confidence; pray with confidence, serving one another. Consider the following:
Discussion Questions: 
1.   Everyone born of God overcomes the world. This overcoming consists of standing firm against continuing opposition. Share your experience of being different (truthful, hopeful, joyful) for Christ’s sake.
2.   We accept man's testimony, but God's testimony is greater because it is the testimony of God, which he has given about his Son. Why do we listen so easily to the testimony of men? Where do you find it hard to trust God and not human wisdom?
3.   What aspects of John’s letter have meant the most to you? Is there a particular challenge you want to act on in the days and weeks to come?
