What is Wrong With Me?
Jeremiah 17:1-11
The book of Jeremiah gives us a raw and rich portrait of the life of Jeremiah. This section provides an explanation on the nature and consequence of sin. Sin is described as being deeply ingrained in people's hearts. Sin is not primarily an activity, it is a condition. Sin infects everyone. The essence of sin is being turned against God. The essence of sin is hell itself: rebellion against God. And the consequence of sin is its result: separation from God. The alternative to sin is pictured as a well-watered tree: deep abiding relationship with God. Consider the following:

2. In your life, how are you aware of the deep effects of sin in your heart? 
3. How are some of the sinful behaviors you struggle with evidence of rebellion against God?
