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What is Wrong With Religion?
Jeremiah 7:1-15
The book of Jeremiah gives us a raw and rich portrait of the life of Jeremiah. This passage has to do with false religion. The Israelites are criticized for assuming that the presence of the temple of God indicates a healthy relationship with God. They are reminded that association with the things of God does not lead to a relationship with Him. Rather, it is allegiance to God Himself. This allegiance is lived out and demonstrated by love for the people whom God loves. Consider the following:

1. In what ways do you find yourself focusing on association with the things of God as a central part of your faith? 
2. What would it look like for you to express allegiance to God? How does that get expressed in your life? 

3. In this passage, God destroys the temple because it gave the people a false sense of relationship with God. Has God taken anything away from you that has given you a false sense of relationship with Him?
