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Isn’t Hope a Sham?
Jeremiah 32:1-15
The book of Jeremiah gives us a raw and rich portrait of the life of Jeremiah. In this passage, God instructs Jeremiah to buy a field in the area surrounding Jerusalem in the middle of a siege on the city. In the midst of God's announcement that Jerusalem will be destroyed, Jeremiah's obedient act of buying a field demonstrates that God's judgment will not be permanent, but that there will be time where the current situation will be redeemed. This picture motivates us to hope for what God will do in the future as He brings His plan of redemption to its conclusion and challenges us to find ways to demonstrate that hope within our culture as Jeremiah did. Consider the following:
Discussion Questions: 
1. How can you relate to Jeremiah's situation of living in Jerusalem while it's under siege and having the knowledge that it will be destroyed?
2. How does Jeremiah's action of purchasing a field represent the hope of God's promise to His people?

3. What things in your life communicate that hope in the midst of your circumstances?
4. What are concrete ways that we can symbolically communicate hope to our culture like Jeremiah did to his?
