Yahweh-Jireh, The LORD Provides
Genesis 22:1-14
God calls on Abraham to go to an undesignated mountain and take his only son Isaac, and offer him as a sacrifice to God. This test of Abraham’s faith is stunning in light of the reality that Isaac is a miracle child born to Abraham and Sarah when they were 100 and 99 years old respectively.  They waited 25 years for God to fulfill his promise of a son and now that their son had grown into a young man Abraham was asked to sacrifice him. As Abraham obediently carries out God’s plan we see God act on Abraham’s behalf to provide the substitute sacrifice. Consider the following:
Discussion Questions: 
1. Why do you think God asks such a hard thing of Abraham? Do you think God intended for Abraham to sacrifice Isaac?
2. Putting yourself in Abraham’s shoes, what would you have felt and thought as you went about obeying God’s command?

3. Have there been times, or are you in a time now, in which God seemed to be asking the impossible of you?  How has this affected your faith?

4. How have you experience God providing for you?

5. How is knowing Jesus making a difference in your life today? Is he calling you to do something?
