Yahweh-Rophe, The LORD Who Heals
Exodus 15:20-27
The Israelites were beginning their journey to the Promised Land. They had recently been freed from Egypt by God who performed all kinds of signs and wonders. Moses’ sister Miriam had just taught them a song of worship for God, commemorating His parting of the Red Sea. When they had only been in the wilderness of Shur for three days they came across a body of undrinkable water (“Mara,” meaning bitter).  After they complained to Moses God made the water sweet. He did this to teach the Israelites that He would heal them of everything if they would just trust and obey Him. Consider the following:
