Discussion Questions: 
1. How do you think people or events in your own story have prepared you to embrace Jesus as Lord, either for the first time or on an ongoing basis? (Moses and Elijah prepared the way for the disciples to embrace Jesus.)
2. What fears have you experienced in connection with the realization, or the potential realization, that Jesus is Lord? (The three disciples became terrified on the mountain when Jesus was transfigured before them.)
3. How do you think you have sought to "tame Jesus" (i.e., build tabernacles in order to equate him with other figures)?
4. According to 2 Corinthians 3:18 and 4:6, the Holy Spirit transforms us as we gaze into the face of Jesus. This transformation means that we are being conformed to the image of Christ, which means that we are learning to walk in the way of self-giving love. How do you think the Spirit has transformed you?
5. How do you think you might go about gazing into the face of Jesus that you might be strengthened to walk in the way of self-giving love?
