Greater Than Gold
1 Peter 1:6-25
Discussion Questions:  
1. In v.7 Peter makes the remarkable assertion that faith is worth more than gold. From the perspective of eternity, he notes that gold perishes (also v. 18) and faith does not. These statements directly contradict worldly economics where gold is hoarded over millennia and human lives pass quickly. What do you think of Peter’s perspective?
2. We rejoice in the presence of suffering because it proves our faith (v.6-7). We rejoice for love of one we have not and cannot see (v.8). Share your experiences (good and bad) of seeking joy in the Lord.
3. In v.22 Peter connects purifying obedience with love for our brothers and sisters that comes from the heart. The Pharisees who opposed Jesus gave great attention (at least verbally) to purity, but it led to arrogance not love. What is the difference?
