Treasure and Heart
Ecclesiastes 2:1-11 & Matthew 6:19-24
Koheleth ran an experiment— spending his great wealth on himself, trying to find meaning in pleasure and accomplishment. The experiment failed. Jesus’ instruction is clear: our hearts were made for God and fulfillment in this life comes from godliness and the storing of treasures for the world to come.

Discussion Questions: 

1.   In Ecclesiastes 2:1 we read of an experiment, to test one’s heart with pleasure. No expense was spared. Give examples of ways we “pamper ourselves”— while pretending we have higher motives for our actions?
2.  Koheleth discovered that mountains of stuff did not satisfy. Jesus notes that possessions are not durable (moths, rust, and thieves). Why is it so hard for us to learn the lesson that money cannot buy happiness (the Beatles, “can’t buy me love”)?
3.   Explain what Matthew 6:24 teaches.
