Choices That Matter
Ecclesiastes 9:1-6 & Matthew 7:13-23
Jesus insists on the importance of our choices – traveling the narrow road and turning from false prophets. Koheleth’s perspective is not a direct contradiction, advocating the broad road for instance. Rather, he speaks of the meaninglessness of all choices, the counsel of despair. A good tree bears good fruit and our lives matter to God.

Discussion Questions: 

1. Have you ever wrestled with Koheleth’s observation that efforts to be righteous or wise don’t seem to effect real world outcomes very much? Under what circumstances does trying to do what is right seem most wearying to you?
2. Entering the narrow gate requires a willingness to be different from most people and is often misunderstood. Can you share an experience of this?
3. False prophets make grand promises, but their lives have no good fruit. What sort of evidence should we look for before we listen to someone? Have you ever encountered a ‘wolf in sheep’s clothing?’
