Teaching with Authority
Ecclesiastes 11:6-12:8 & Matthew 7:24-29
Koheleth writes movingly about the diminishment of old age. Jesus describes a life that can weather the storms that are coming. Such a life has two building blocks: hearing His words and putting them into practice.

Discussion Questions: 

1. Koheleth counsels young people to enjoy themselves and make provision for the sorrows of old age:  “Let him remember the days of darkness, for they will be many. Everything to come is meaningless.” What is missing from this advice?
2. Ecclesiastes 12 describes a body failing with age in poetic language. What does this text have to say to our culture with its worship of youth, beauty, and physical strength?
3. Jesus called for us to be prepared for the future by hearing and putting into practice what He spoke of. Do you make time to hear the word of truth? Do you know more than you act on?
4. How can we help one another build our lives on the rock?
