The Face in the Mirror
James 1:19-25
Anger can be insistent, as can wicked opportunity. The implanted word of God is our safeguard when these strong winds blow. But truth only takes root when we act upon it, not just register it in our minds as information. We should “look intently” at truth and act upon it, rather than show casual interest and then forget the great realities that make us free.

Discussion Questions: 
1. What are practical means by which we can improve our hearing and turn away from pushy speech and explosive anger?
2. Illustration #1: The Word of God is planted within us. It takes root when acted upon (turning from wickedness) with an attitude of humility. Recalling Jesus’ parable of the four soils, what are the reasons that God’s Word may fail to become rooted in us?
3. Illustration #2: Seeing ourselves in a mirror and then forgetting. If we do not act on the truth we know, we lose track of it. Can you recall a time of difficult self discovery? What did you do about it?
