James 1:26-27
We can easily fool ourselves. A life that pleases God will have proper priorities. Three of these are brought into focus here: 1) keeping one’s tongue (speech) bridled, 2) caring for those who cannot provide for themselves, 3) saying no to soul-pollution.
Discussion Questions: 
1. The book of James has much to say about sinful speech (lies, slander, self promotion, blasphemy). Verse 26 notes that an unbridled tongue is an indicator that we have deceived ourselves. What does this mean?
2. Those who only talk a good game have little to offer. A defining question concerns whether or not we take care of folks who cannot provide for themselves. How can we help one another take up this challenge in our setting?
3. Avoiding worldly pollution is a subtle proposition. Jesus warned against cleaning the outside of the cup and leaving the inside rotten. What are the most persuasive forms of worldliness in our setting?
