James 2:14-26
In chapter one James identified those who listen but don’t act (1:22). Here he challenges those who talk a good game with no follow through. Faith that speaks in warm platitudes yet ignores a friend in need is fake. Orthodox language is not enough (demons are monotheists after all). What we truly believe will be displayed in our actions. Faith is the foundation. Belief comes first, but a changed life is the inevitable evidence that faith is real.
Discussion Questions: 

1. Most of us at PBC have basic food and clothing, but we also have other needs that may be less obvious. What areas of human need are we apt to ignore in our brothers and sisters – wishing them a nice day as we walk past?

2. Describe a life situation in which you want to experience more faith-put-into-action; a person to whom you can show greater love, perhaps. How can we help one another make changes like this?
