Taste and See
John 11:38-44
Because Jesus doesn't seem to respond to the urgent needs of the day, many people in our world don’t believe either in him or the God he represents. Suffering also challenges the faith of many people in the church. When you call 911, the paramedics come to your rescue. When you call Jesus, sometimes he takes his own sweet time, it seems, if he comes at all. As we dive into John 11:1-46 this Easter season, it will help us deal with disappointment, wrestle with faith, and finally rise to life as we celebrate the resurrection of the Son of God. "Come awake, come awake / Come and rise up from the grave" (Matt Maher, Mia Fieldes).
Discussion Questions:
 

1. How do you—or don’t you—resonate with these words from Mark Twain: “You don’t know what it is you want, but it just fairly makes your heart ache, you want it so much”?
 

2. How would you articulate what it is that you “want”?
 

3. In John 11, Jesus talks to Martha about the spiritual life believers in him have (John 11:25-26). If you are a believer in Jesus, what does it mean to you to “be alive” spiritually and how do you personally experience that life?
 

4. Jesus also said that he who believes in him will see the glory of God—that is, his power and goodness (John 11:40). How do you think you see the glory of God, and what does seeing the glory of God mean to you?
