Embracing the World of Truth
Colossians 3:12-17
Where the previous section instructed the Colossians to "put off" the old man, this section provides positive instruction as to how believers, whose lives are centered on Christ, should treat each other. Several phrases that are unique to Colossians are used to describe how the life of Christ transforms the community that worships Him. Love, forgiveness, and peace dominate the description of relationships within the Christian community. People are also seen teaching each other and worshipping in music. Above all, Christ is clearly the center of the community.
Discussion Questions:

1. What are your relationships like within the Christian community?
2. Of the virtues listed in verse 12, which come more naturally to you? Which are harder for you to express?
3. Sometimes we find it difficult to forgive other Christians because we expect more of them. Is this ever true of you?
4. How might "the word of Christ dwell in you richly"? What could that look like in practical terms?
