The Light of the World
John 9:1-7
In the presence of a blind man Jesus asserts that He is the ‘light of the world.’ His healing of this man’s vision is followed by unbinding him from foolish concerns about what is permitted on the Sabbath and fear of what others think. Gratitude leads to truth telling and courageous faith.

Questions for Discussion:
1.   Jesus declares that He is the end to all blindness, that He is the ‘light of the world.’ How has He opened your eyes to new understanding or hope?

2.   By sending the blind man on a journey to complete his healing Jesus arranges for him to confront the Pharisees alone. What does he learn about his neighbors, parents, and synagogue officials? Can you relate an occasion when disappointment in people led to your spiritual growth?

3.   If you were this man’s parents how would you have responded to the miracle of healing and subsequent interrogation?
