All Things Are Yours
1 Corinthians 3:1-23
Immaturity is evident in divisiveness rather than cooperation, in childishness (preferring milk to meat) and turning to the world for wisdom. 

Questions for Discussion:
1.   Paul expresses a desire to teach deep spiritual themes (solid food) but the Corinthian quarrelsomeness makes this impossible. We can’t learn from God as long as we have ‘favorite teachers’ and those we dismiss. How does this insight apply to us?
2.   Some teachers plant, some water, etc. Can you think of contemporary examples of teachers with very different styles, emphases, etc. who effectively complement one another?
3.   In 3:21 we read, “No more boasting about men.” Groups who grow because of a cult of personality cannot withstand testing and are burned up (3:13). Can you think of an example of this?
