The Words of Resurrection
John 20:14-16, 26-29; 21:1-23

Jesus' final words on the cross express the kind of radical dependence on God that characterized his life. This trust in God as he died forms a model for us who follow in his path. At its core, faith in Christ is about dependence. After his death and resurrection Jesus spoke words to three people; Mary, Thomas, and Peter. He spoke comfort to Mary, offered faith to Thomas, and reinstated Peter’s mission.
