Raised in Glory
1 Corinthians 15:35-58
Jesus’ resurrection guarantees that we also will be raised. This is a statement of fact, but much remains unexplained. Our resurrection bodies are related to earthly bodies (as a seed to a plant), but there are great differences as well. We must be changed and we require bodies that are imperishable, bodies that have left the power of death behind.
Discussion questions:
1. Paul’s discussion of resurrection insists on both continuity with our present experience and extraordinary change. What is meant by “sown in dishonor, raised in glory; sown in weakness, raised in power”?
2. In what ways are you tempted to hold on too tight to the things that will pass away?
3.   In 1 Corinthians 15:58 we are commanded to stand firm and to give ourselves to the Lord’s work. Why are these fitting commands for believers who know they will be raised to new life?
