Discussion questions:
1. How have you seen in yourself, or in our world, a tendency to blame one’s problems on someone else? (In Judges 21, the Israelites more or less blame their problems on God.)
2. How have you seen in yourself, or in our world, a tendency to uphold laws that serve one’s purposes and dismiss laws that don’t?
3. How have you seen solutions to problems create more problems?

4. How would you say is the best way of thinking about—and doing something about—the sin in your life and in this world? Note: The author of the book of Judges explains the sin in Israel by observing that there was no king in Israel, thus pointing forward, ultimately, to the advent of Christ.
