A People Freed: A Leader for Freedom
 Exodus 1-17
The Exodus is the founding event of God's people. As we have already seen God doing, he selects a man to lead his people toward freedom. The freedom God offers the Israelites reveals a pattern that will continue to take place: God frees his people; he gives them a new way to live; they have to wait for the completion of his promises.
Discussion questions: 
1. What are some things that have power over you? What keeps you from being completely free? Are there areas of your life where you are concealing the fact that you don't experience freedom?
2. Do you believe that God is stronger than whatever holds you captive? What makes that hard to believe? What makes it easier to believe?
3. How have you seen God set you free? How are you seeing God set you free today?
4. How does the story of the Exodus help you to understand God's salvation in Jesus more fully? What details does it highlight? What aspects does it emphasize?
