A King Crowned: The Most Interesting Man in the World
                                                             1 Samuel 16 – 2 Samuel 5
‘Royalty’ is a complicated concept. A king is the political and military head of his nation, but also the highest member of its nobility. A king should inspire and uplift his people. He should uncover beauty, open doors to the future, and teach great truths. The first human pair was given dominion (royal responsibility) over the created earth. We have been taught to pray for the day to come when the kingdom of God will “come to earth as it is in heaven.” In the history of fallen humanity, between the Eden and the End, David’s life and reign serve as a hope-stirring example of what human royalty might have been.
Discussion questions: 
1. David’s father and brothers did not consider him a prospect for royalty. Rejection by men is frequently the experience of those who whom God chooses – with Jesus being the supreme example. What do we learn from this? How does it inform the way we treat others?
2. In Romans 5:17 Paul declares that those who receive God’s gift are intended to “reign in life.” God intends all of his children to live with honor, purpose, and courage. What step can you take today that leads away from wasted time/defeat and toward nobility?
3. Having just come through a national election we are once again faced with the inadequacies of the human beings who occupy seats of power.  Human failure (including King David’s) can lead to resentment/hopelessness or to a passion for something better. How can we grow more confidant of Jesus’ rule now and live more boldly, knowing what is to come?
