The Bible records more information about the life of David than any other person except Jesus. We meet him as a child and follow his life story to the end. David serves as a great example of success, failure, and renewal played out over a lifetime. His story can serve as a challenge for us to ‘finish well.’

Discussion questions: 
1. 2  Samuel 11:1 describes a fateful decision by David. He pampered himself by staying home when he should have gone to battle. How does one’s act of self-indulgence lead to more of the same? 

2. What is the difference between legitimate rest and selfish avoidance of responsibility?
3. David's adultery was bad enough, but the cover-up was worse - endangering his troops, causing the death of one friend and making liars of others. What drives these choices? Are we better off if the cover up succeeds or fails?
4. Re-read Psalm 51. Pick out one or two of the phrases in the text that speak to your heart and discuss why they do.
