Come and See
Matthew 3-4, Mark 1-3, Luke 8, John 4
Jesus began his public ministry with events (baptism and temptation) that prepared him, and with the preaching of John, prepared those who would hear and follow him. Jesus’ early ministry included miracles, the banishing of demons, and teaching-with-authority that drew followers to him. Some of those followers would become disciples, and among the disciples some would be called into training as apostles. 
Discussion questions: 
1. Jesus must resist strong temptations when he is in a weakened state (after fasting). How does this experience prepare Jesus for his public ministry? What does Jesus’ experience teach us about facing temptation in our lives?
2. What role does John the Baptist play in establishing Jesus’ authenticity? What do you make of John’s statement, “he must increase and I must decrease” (Jn. 3:30)?
3. What is the response of the gathered crowds to Jesus’ miracles and healings? What is the response of his enemies?
Jesus’ ministry begins.
