Apostles and Opposition
Matthew 26-27:56; Mark 14-15; Luke 22-23; John 13-14, 16-19
Jesus’ triumphal entry into Jerusalem on Palm Sunday was the final straw. His enemies determined to kill him, recruited his betrayer and rigged his trial. Jesus spoke of the future: the end of history and of the coming age of the Spirit. He gathered his apostles for a final meal which was followed by his arrest, accusation, ridicule and flogging. Deserted by most of his friends Jesus was crucified and buried.
Discussion questions:

1. Peter made loud declarations of his unique courage and loyalty to Jesus before he ran in fear. What did Peter learn about himself? Why are such lessons important?
2. Two thieves were crucified at the same time as Jesus. One ridiculed Jesus as a failure and the other asked that Jesus remember in the world to come. What accounts for the difference between these two men?
